3/ The current plan was presented on 18/12/17 the Stapleford Abbotts site was only added
on 14/12/17.

4/ The draft plan stated that the site was "not considered suitable".

5/ The 4 aspects of consideration for development in a Green Belt area have not been met,
with benchmarking examples showing the proposed site would score highly therefore
would be in breach of Green Belt protocols.
